safety and wellness of student-athletes, and demonstrates concern for the overall
welfare of students at all times; responsible for monitoring and supporting the student-
athletes academic progress in consultation and coordination with the Academic
Support Services Director; organizes and directs the coaching staff to carry out the
goals and objectives of the women’s basketball program; prepares and participates in
camps and clinics as needed; provides general advising, mentoring and support to
student-athletes; role models and engages in ethical decision-making and outstanding
sportsmanship; demonstrates through actions and communicates a respect for diversity
and cross-cultural differences; perform other duties as required.
